Introduction:

Founded in 1945, Pittsburgh Center for the Arts is a non-profit community arts campus that offers arts education programs
and contemporary art exhibitions, providing services and resources for individual artists throughout Western
Pennsylvania. The Center is where the community can create, see, support, and learn about visual arts.

PCA Guild Exhibition Opportun ities:

The Guild Exhibition Committee is accepting applications for guild-sponsored exhibitions taking place during the 2009
season. Exhibitions are eight to twelve weeks long. Work in all media is eligible. Artwork should be “new,” defined as
created within the past three years and not exhibited within a 150-mile radius of Pittsburgh. Sponsoring Guilds are
expected to manage the exhibition and to pay all exhibition costs not assumed by PCA. Exhibitors are expected to
transport their work to and from the galleries. Guilds may submit more than one proposal for group exhibitions.

Selection Process:

The Guild Exhibition Committee, comprised of representatives elected or appointed by their respective guilds, will review
applications. Exhibitions are selected based on quality of work, strong concept, ability of guild to manage and fund the
exhibition and overall merit of the proposal.

How to Apply:
Proposals must be submitted by a PCA artist guild. Guilds may collaborate with non-guild artists and organizations.

Please complete the proposal form and include a project description, budget indicating income and expenses, and all
requested support materials. The Guild President and Guild Exhibition Coordinator or designated representative must sign
proposal and project budget. Completed applications must be postmarked or hand delivered to PCA no later than
February 1, 2008. Upon initial review by the Guild Exhibitions Committee, applicants may be asked to revise the proposal
and resubmit with changes by February 15, 2008. Final exhibition decisions will be sent out March 1, 2008 .

If accepted, the proposal becomes an exhibition contract with PCA. Any changes to the proposal must be approved by
the Guild Exhibition Committee at least six months in advance of the scheduled exhibition.

Please note: Funding for individual and group exhibitions at PCA is the responsibility of the exhibitor or exhibition
sponsor. Exhibitor is required to pay the PCA Exhibition Fee outlined in budget above. PCA will provide installation
material overhead costs, insurance of work while on exhibit, sales and publicity. PCA will provide announcements mailed
to the PCA mailing list with 250 complementary cards to exhibiting guild’s mailing list. Staff assistance with planning,
publicity, installation, opening reception, de-installation will be provided. Artists and groups are responsible for all
transportation of artwork to and from PCA. The PCA Shop handles sales and takes a commission of 45% (55% paid to
guild member artists). All other exhibition expenses are the responsibility of the exhibitor.

* Extra announcement cards must be requested in advance of publication. Payment for extra cards must be
submitted with payment of PCA Guild Exhibition Fee listed above. An invoice for all expenses will be sent to exhibitors and
is due 6 weeks prior to exhibition opening.

Acceptance of Condit_ions: Guilds and individuals whose applications are accepted agree to abide by

the conditions and rules set forth in this application. Any deviation from the original submitted

proposal must be approved by the Guild Exhibition Committee. Applicant signat ures will serve as an
exhibition contract with the Pittsburgh Center for the Arts.
